VENTING   REQUIREMENTS
Determine which venting method is best for your application. Ductwork can extend either 
through the wall or the roof.

The length of the ductwork and the number of elbows should be kept to a minimum to 
provide efficient performance.  The size of the ductwork should be uniform.  Do not install 
two elbows together.  Use duct tape to seal all joints in the ductwork system.  Use caulking 
to seal exterior wall or floor opening around the cap.

Flexible ductwork is not recommended. Flexible ductwork creates back pressure and air 
turbulence that greatly reduces performance.

Make sure there is proper clearance within the wall or floor for exhaust duct before making 
cutouts.  Do not cut a joist or stud unless absolutely necessary.  If a joist or stud must be cut, 
then a supporting frame must be constructed.

CARING FOR FILTERS

CLEANING METAL GREASE FILTERS 

The metal grease filters can be cleaned in hot detergent solution or washed 
in the dishwasher. They should be cleaned every 2 months use, or more fre-
quently if use is particularly heavy. 

1.	 Open the Panel by pulling it down.
2.	 Remove the filter, pushing the lever towards the back of the unit 

and at the same time pulling downward.
3.	 Wash the filter without bending it, leave it to dry thoroughly before 

replacing (if the surface of the filter changes color over time, this 
will have absolutely no effect on its efficiency).
